O Senhor Chavez quer um fim para a autonomia corrente do banco central do país e disse que ele poderia solicitar ao parlamento da Venezuela grandes poderes adicionais para ele para legislar por decreto presidencial.

Ele argumenta que no passado os diretores do banco se opuseram aos seus gastos de excessivos com a vastidão da riqueza do petróleo da Venezuela.

Ele chama para a nacionalização em particular a Eletricidad de Caracas, a qual é atualmente propriedade da firma AES dos EUA, e a CA Nacional Telefonos de Venezuela (CANTV), a maior companhia de negócios abertos do país.
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
