Nasa reviews astronaut screening 
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Nasa says it will review its psychological screening process after the arrest of an astronaut on an attempted murder charge. 
Nasa's deputy administrator Shana Dale said the agency needed to make sure its screening was adequate. 

Navy Capt Lisa Nowak, 43, is charged with the attempted murder of an air force captain she believed was a rival for the attentions of a shuttle pilot. 

A mother of three, Capt Nowak flew on the space shuttle Discovery last July. 

On Tuesday Capt Nowak appeared in a Florida courtroom to face charges of attempted murder, attempted kidnapping and three other crimes stemming from what police described as a love triangle. 

She was released on bail and ordered to stay away from the other woman - Colleen Shipman - and to wear a monitoring device.
