France backs Brazil UN ambition 

Brazil should have a greater role in international affairs and a permanent seat on the UN Security Council, says French President Nicolas Sarkozy. 

On a visit to Rio de Janeiro Mr Sarkozy said Brazil and the EU would adopt a common position on the global financial crisis at the next G20 meeting. 

The French leader was speaking at a summit between the two sides. 

During his trip Mr Sarkozy is expected to sign a deal to help Brazil build its first nuclear-powered submarine. 

Defence deals 
It is one of a number of defence agreements Mr Sarkozy is due to sign during talks with his Brazilian counterpart, Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva. 

Among them is a deal in which France is expected to allow for the transfer of technology, enabling Brazil to build four conventional submarines. 

It is reported the agreement will also include the purchase of 50 French Cougar helicopters that will be built in Brazil. 

Mr Sarkozy is being accompanied by several ministers and French industrialists. 

The French leader's visit is his final act as EU president.
