Non-Discrimination. It has two major components: the most favoured

nation (MFN) rule, and the national treatment policy. Both are embedded in the main
WTO rules on goods, services, and intellectual property, but their precise scope and
nature differ across these areas. The MFN rule requires that a WTO member must
apply the same conditions on all trade with other WTO members, i.e. a WTO member
has to grant the most favorable conditions under which it allows trade in a certain
product type to all other WTO members. "Grant someone a special favour and you
have to do the same for all other WTO members."

The WTO members are required to publish their trade regulations,
to maintain institutions allowing for the review of administrative decisions affecting
trade, to respond to requests for information by other members, and to notify
changes in trade policies to the WTO. These internal transparency requirements are
supplemented and facilitated by periodic country-specific reports (trade policy
reviews) through the Trade Policy Review Mechanism (TPRM). The WTO system
tries also to improve predictability and stability, discouraging the use of quotas and
other measures used to set limits on quantities of imports.
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Safety valves. In specific circumstances, governments are able to restrict trade.
There are three types of provision in this direction:

- articles allowing for the use of trade measures to attain non-economic objectives;
- articles aimed at ensuring "fair competition"; and

- provisions permitting intervention in trade for economic reasons.

Exceptions to the MFN principle also allow for preferential treatment of developing
countries, regional free trade areas and customs unions.

A Organizacao Mundial do Comércio (OMC) estabelece uma estrutura para politicas
comerciais; ela nao define ou especifica os resultados. Isto é, ela est4 preocupada com
a colocacgao de regras para os jogos politicos comerciais. Cinco principios sao de
particular importancia no entendimento do Gatt pré-1994 e da OMC:

- Nao Discriminacao;

- Reciprocidade;

- Compromissos obrigatorios;

- Transparéncia;

- Dispositivos de Seguranca.

Nao Discriminacao: Ele tem dois grandes componentes: a regra da nacao mais
favorecida (NMF), e a politica de tratamento nacional. Ambos estao embutidos nas
principais regras da OMC sobre bens, servicos, e propriedade intelectual, mas seu
escopo preciso e natureza difere através dessas areas. A regra NMF requer que um
membro da OMC aplique as mesmas condicoes sobre todos os negdcios com outros
membros da OMC, isto é, um membro da OMC tem que conceder as condicoes mais
favoraveis debaixo das quais ele negocia um certo tipo de produto para todos os
outros membros da OMC. “Concedido a alguém um favor especial e voce tem que
fazer o mesmo para todos os outros membros da OMC”. O tratamento nacional
significa que os bens importados deveriam ser tratados nao menos favoravelmente do
que os bens produzidos domesticamente (pelo menos apoés os bens estrangeiros
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terem entrado no mercado) e foram introduzidos para lidar com barreiras nao
tarifarias no comércio (por exemplo, padroes técnicos, padroes de segurancas,
discriminacoes contra bens importados).

Reciprocity. It reflects both a desire to limit the scope of free-riding that may arise
because of the MFN rule, and a desire to obtain better access to foreign markets. A
related point is that for a nation to negotiate, it is necessary that the gain from doing
so be greater than the gain available from unilateral liberalization; reciprocal
concessions intend to ensure that such gains will materialise.

Reciprocidade: Ele reflete um desejo para limitar o escopo de “free-riging”* que pode
aumentar por causa da regra da NMF, e um desejo de obter melhor acesso a
mercados estrangeiros. Um ponto relatado é que para uma nacao negociar, é
necessario que o ganho vindo seja tao grande quanto o ganho disponivel vindo da
liberalizacao unilateral; concessoes reciprocas pretender assegurar que os ganhos
materializar-se-ao.

Free-riding: Free-rider é o pais que se beneficia dos resultados de negociacdes entre outros paises, sem ter feito qualquer
concessao comercial. O beneficio ao pais que nao fez concessoes se da, em geral, via aplicagio da clausula da nagdo-mais-
favorecida.

E o que ocorre, por exemplo, nas negociaces dos temas sistémicos, como subsidios agricolas, em que uma reducio em um
contexto regional produz efeitos para outros agentes externos ao contexto regional e que efetivamente nao participaram da
negociacao.

Compromissos obrigatérios. Os compromissos tarifarios feitos pelos membros da
OMC em uma negociacao multilateral e na admissao sao enumerados em uma agenda
(lista) de concessoes. Essas agendas estabelecem “tetos obrigatérios”: um pais pode
mudar suas obrigagdes, mas somente ap6s negociacoes com seus parceiros
comerciais, o que pode significar compensacoes a eles por menos comércio. Se a
satisfacao nao é obtida, o pais reclamante pode invocar uma disputa na OMC para
estabelecimento de procedimentos.

Transparéncia. Os membros da OMC sao requisitados a publicar suas
regulamentacoes comerciais, a manter instituicoes permitindo a revisao de decisoes
administrativas afetando o comércio, a responder os questionamentos por
informacoes de outros membros, e a notificar mudancas nas politicas de comércio
para a OMC. Esses requerimentos de transparéncia interna sao suplementados e
facilitados por relatoérios peridédicos dos paises (revisoes da politica comercial) através
do Mecanismo de Revisao da Politica Comercial (TPRM). O sistema da OMC tenta
também melhorar a previsibilidade e a estabilidade, desencorajando o uso de quotas
e outras medidas usadas para colocar limites sobre as quantidades importadas.

Safety valves. In specific circumstances, governments are able to restrict trade.
There are three types of provision in this direction:

- articles allowing for the use of trade measures to attain non-economic objectives;
- articles aimed at ensuring "fair competition"; and

- provisions permitting intervention in trade for economic reasons.

Exceptions to the MFN principle also allow for preferential treatment of developing
countries, regional free trade areas and customs unions.

Dispositivos de Seguranca. Em circunstancias especificas, os governos estao
habilitados a restringir o comércio. Ha trés tipos de provisoes nesta direcao:

- artigos permitindo o uso de medidas de comércio para chegar a objetivos nao
econOmicos;

- artigos almejando assegurar “competicao justa”; e

- provisoes permitindo intervencao no comércio por razoes economicas.

ExcecOes para o principio da NMF também permitem um tratamento preferencial
para paises em desenvolvimento, areas de livre comercio regional e unioes
aduaneiras.
